EXHIBITOR AGREEMENT
Exhibition Hours:

Exhibitors move-in will take place on Monday afternoon, May 1st, between 2 p.m. – 3:30 p.m. Exhibits will be open Monday, May 1st, 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m. Exhibitors will have until 8:00 p.m. to remove all materials from the Display Area.

Display Information:

Display tables are 6ft. x 3ft. and are NOT dressed.  Exhibitors are allowed to display materials in the manner that best meets their needs, so long as displays adhere to the “Care of Building and Equipment” section below.  There is $25 charge per table; the charge increases to $50 if electricity is needed.  There is wifi throughout the entire building.  Instructions for payment will be sent to the organization once the exhibitor has been selected.
Management Rights:

Management reserves the right to restrict exhibits that become objectionable because of noise, method of operation, materials, or, in general, detracts from the general character of the conference.

Care of Building and Equipment:

Exhibitors or their representatives must not injure or deface the walls of the building, the displays, or the equipment of the display. If such damage occurs, the exhibitor is liable to the owner of the property damaged. All materials used in the decoration must be flameproof.

Use of Space:

All demonstrations or other promotional material or activities must be confined to the limits of the exhibit booth.

Security:

The exhibitor is solely responsible for his/her own exhibit material and should insure against loss or damage. The WI Department of Children and Families, and/or the Glacier Canyon Lodge, is not responsible for such loss or damage. Please secure all items of value. All property of the exhibitor is understood to remain in his/her care, custody and control in transit to and from, and within the confines of the exhibit area.
